Greby Handelsplats ligger strax intill Greby gravfalt pd den Bohuslénska kusten. Gravfaltet
fran Romersk jarnélder har genom aren fatt en hel del uppmérksamhet pa grund av sina dver
200 gravar och néra 40 resta stenar. Under sent 1900-tal och tidigt 2000-tal har fler gravfalt
och boplatsomraden fran romersk jérnilder i Grebbestad uppmarksammats. Varfor finns sa
ménga gravar och boplatsomraden just hér?

Under 20202022 genomforde Kulturlandskapet ett forskningsprojekt for att dels
sammanstélla tidigare information om Greby handelsplats — fran undersékningar, arkiv och
fyndmaterial —, dels forstd relationen mellan boplatser och gravfilt under Romersk jérnélder i
Grebbestad. Forskningsundersokningen genomférdes med kompletterande icke-forstorande
arkeologiska metoder och analyser.

Resultatet kommer publiceras i en detaljerad rapport under hosten 2024.

In relation to this year's theme Heritage of Routes, Networks and Connections,
Kulturlandskapet would like to invite you to a digital presentation on Greby Handelsplats, a
point of connection during the Roman Iron Age and the Migration Period in Grebbestad.

The presentation will be about 30 minutes, followed by time for questions and discussion.

Greby Handelsplats is located right next to the Greby burial ground on the Bohuslén coast.
The burial ground from the Roman Iron Age has received a lot of attention over the years due
to its over 200 graves and nearly 40 standing stones. In the late 20th and early 21st centuries,
more Roman Iron Age burial grounds and settlement areas in Grebbestad have attracted
attention. Why are there so many graves and settlement areas here?

During 2020-2022, Kulturlandskapet carried out a research project to 1) compile previous
information about Greby trading post - from archaeological surveys, archives and artifacts -
and to 2) understand the relationship between settlements and burial grounds during the
Roman Iron Age in Grebbestad. The research survey was carried out using complementary
non-destructive archaeological methods and analysis.

The results will be published in a detailed report during the fall of 2024.
